Issue — The BIOS setting Non RAID Disk Mode can cause RAID configuration failures when set to
disabled. As a result, nodes cannot be provisioned.

1. Press [F2] to invoke the BIOS System Setup console.
2. Navigate to Device Settings > Integrated Raid Controller 1 > Controller Management > Advanced
